Ballistic Parachutes by Dale Seitzer  

I recently had the BRS parachute repacked and a new rocket installed in my plane.  Parachutes need to be repacked 

every 10 years and the rocket must be replace every 10 years.  While at the chapter house looking through the boxes of 

old magazines I saw this article in the Sport Aviation September 1967 issue.  The author had the right idea.  BRS de-

signed the novel idea of the slider �³ it prevents the parachute from opening too full, too fast at very high speeds but it 

still allows it to fully open very quickly at slower speeds.  BRS also designed the rocket system to quickly pull the para-

chute out and deployed.  I would use the parachute without hesitation if there was a control failure, inflight collision or 

pilot incapacitation.  
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
